Read Exodus 3 

Highlight v 10-12, 14.  

Does Moses immediately agree to what 

God is asking?  What excuses does he use? 

When God has asked you to do something, 

what has your response been?  What is 

God’s name? 
 

Read Exodus 4:1-17 

God gave Moses the power to perform 

what three miracles?  
 

Caring Conversation: 
In these opening stories about Moses there 

are several miracles (ex burning bush, stick 

becoming a snake, etc).  Moses is called a 

miracle worker.  Knowing that everyone has 

their own ideas, what do you believe and 

think about miracles in the Bible and 

miracles today?  What do your parents think 

about miracles in the Bible and miracles 

today? 
 
 

Connection: 
How many times a day do you hear the 

phone ring?  Count the number of phone 

calls you receive in a week.  The make a list 

of the number of “God calls” you receive.   

God calls us to do work in the world every 

day.  What is god calling you to do this 

week?
